We were assisted by the Ghanaian medical and nursing staff at the IHDN Mission Hospital.  

We attended to over 1,025 patients at the outpatient clinic of the IHDN Mission Hospital.  There were 

twice as many women as men, and several very sick children under 5 years.  We thank God and all 

team members and the Ghanaian hospital staff  for helping us save lives.  One challenging patient was 

a young child with severe malaria and anemia.  The malaria had affected his brain (cerebral malaria) 

and his hemoglobin dropped to  2.5gm/dl (normal is 12-15gm/dl).  He was barely responsive when he 

came but with the speed and efficiency of the staff, they had blood to transfuse and initiated antima-

larial treatments in less than an hour.  Thank God he survived.  Before we started blood transfusion 

services, children with this form of malaria would die in front of us, before they could get to the near-

est hospital to receive care.  Now, we are able to save their lives.  Despite this advance, the ultimate 

goal is for us to increase the awareness and prevention of malaria in the community.  Hopefully, we 

will get there one of these days. 

 
Dr.  SM Zakaria, our surgeon volunteer from the Police Hospital, joined us for a few days and 

performed surgeries on 8 patients.  After his departure, my cousin, Dr. Gospel Agamah, a medical 

officer at Agormenya, in the Eastern Region and his wife Linda (nurse anesthetist) took over the sur-

gical duties and performed several hernia surgeries. 

 

We saw very advanced cancer patients, who had travelled to several hospitals in Ghana seek-

ing care. We brought specimens from 2 of these patients to the US for their diagnoses to be con-

firmed.  Cancer care is very expensive all over the world, and Ghana is no exception.  For us to do a 

good job, we will need to have the financial resources to go to the next level.  Hopefully,  the Nation-

al Health Insurance Scheme (NHIS) will start paying for some cancer care, which will go a long way
